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Memorandum of Agreement between the
 Yonkers Public Schools & College of Westchester

Academy of Medical Professions
Smart Scholars Early College High School Program


1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF THE SERVICE?
The College of Westchester (the College) and the Yonkers Public School District (the District) will work together to develop curriculum and provide Concurrent Enrollment for Academic Dual Credit University/College courses for high school students. The target population is for students in grades 10 – 12, who are underserved and highly motivated but have not necessarily received the academic preparation needed for a smooth transition into post-secondary education.

The services will include the following College of Westchester courses:

ACC107 Financial Accounting I, 3 Credits
Students taking Financial Account I will be involved in accounting theory and its applications.  In addition, there will be an in-depth study of the nature of assets and liabilities such as: cash receivables, short-term investments, inventories, plant and equipment, intangibles and the preparation of financial statements.  During the semester, emphasis will be placed on journal entries, posting, preparation of month-end financial statements as well as closing and adjusting entries.  
         ACC108  Financial Accounting II, 3 Credits
Students continuing on to Financial Accounting II will be focusing more on the topics in corporate accounting such as contributed capital, stock rights, convertible securities, retained earnings, and earnings per share.  The course will also focus on procedures for a merchandising business, which includes: accounts receivables, notes and interest, types of inventory systems, and inventory valuation, accounting for long-term assets and related depreciation methods.  Prerequisite:  ACC107 or permission to waive

MED103 Medical Terminology, 3 Credits
Students will be introduced to the foundation of medical terminology through a thorough study of the roots, prefixes, and suffixes, which form medical language.  Students will also learn the vocabulary used in various medical specialties.  Spelling, definitions, and pronunciation are stressed.  

MED111 HEATHCARE LAW AND ETHICS, 3 Credits
The course will introduce for discussion a variety of ethical issues that healthcare professional may encounter during the course of their careers.  Emphasis will be placed on the importance of ethical and professional behavior in the healthcare workplace.  In depth discussions, textbook assignments and role playing will provide guidance to students in how to successfully manage patient relationships, protect patient privacy in compliance with the Health Insurance Privacy and Accountability Act as well as understand the distinct job responsibilities of the myriad of employees who comprise the typical health-care organization.

 
2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE

The College of Westchester will award four dual credit courses for which Course Articulation Agreements have been approved through the Early College Experience (ECE) program.  Such courses shall have been evaluated and approved through the official College curriculum approval process, and shall meet or exceed the instructional rigor of a college level course. Courses will be taught by College approved faculty employed by the District and delivered on District property.  The tuition fee for all students qualifying for the Federal Reduced/Free Lunch Program will be $100 per class/3 credits. 


3.     WHO IS SERVED?

The target population is for students in grades 10 – 12, who are underserved and highly motivated but have not necessarily received the academic preparation needed for a smooth transition into post-secondary education and who are enrolled in the Charles E. Gorton High School’s Smart Scholar Early College Program.

The District will provide competent and credible college-approved faculty who are currently employed by the District for the delivery of approved high school courses as covered by the agreement. Upon documentation by the District of students’ successful completion of the above-referenced courses, the College will award college-level credit and generate an Official Transcript documenting such for each student.

Gorton High School as well as any additional interim or final progress reporting requirements. At the conclusion of the program, The College of Westchester will issue official college transcripts to each enrolled student.  As is practice at College of Westchester, final grades in the form of an official transcript will be mailed to the student’s home.  In addition, The College of Westchester recognizes the need to adhere to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA). In recognition of the federal regulations governing protection of student information, all communication (whether verbal or written) will be between the College’s designated representative and the designated representative for Charles E. Gorton High School.

6.     HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

College of Westchester has a comprehensive outcomes assessment process that evaluates effectiveness of course content, teaching methodologies, and student learning.  These efforts are overseen by the Provost & Vice President of Academic Affairs, who will ensure that only qualified and appropriately credentialed faculty are provided and that the curricula meet the standards of CW as registered with the New York State Education Department.
