Currently, the licenses are shared in the schools so that each student may remotely access the digital text and supplements however they cannot submit work directly through the program and the teachers do not have an individualized digital dashboard for progress monitoring, assessments, assignments.

The cost for one year, Feb. 1, 2021-Feb. 1, 2022, is $29,582. All schools with 7th and 8th grade Social Studies classes (students and teachers) will receive upgraded licenses.

The students will be served by having more individualized access to the Social Studies digital textbooks and supplemental programs that are aligned to the new state and national standards and the new Regents Assessments in U.S. History; at all times and on all devices. In addition, the teachers’ digital dashboards will be upgraded to allow them to individualize assignments, use the platform for assessments, dissemination and collection of assignments, and to implement programs such as the immersive reader functions.
