Memorandum of Agreement between the

1.     WHAT IS THE PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF THE SERVICE?

Syracuse University (the College) and the Yonkers Public School District (the District) will work together to develop curriculum and provide Concurrent Enrollment for Academic Dual Credit University/College courses for high school students. The target population is for accelerated students in grades 12, who are underserved and highly motivated but have not necessarily received the academic preparation needed for a smooth transition into post-secondary education.

The services will include the following SUPA courses:

PSY 205 Foundations of Human Behavior (3 credits)
The primary goals of the course include providing students with information regarding major areas of psychology such as learning, memory, cognition, development, personality, and social psychology. Students will learn the basic principles, concepts, and research findings in psychology and will become acquainted with psychological research methods and procedures while attempting to conduct and document research. Students will be presented with opportunities to discuss current topics, events, real-life experiences, and applications of psychological theories and research. Furthermore, students will learn the organizational and study skills important to succeed in college courses while also developing their oral and written communication of psychological knowledge. 

WRT 105 Studio I: Practices of Academic Writing (3 credits)
Each section of WRT 105 is a community of writers who meet together with the specific purpose of developing as critical readers, writers, and thinkers. Students learn strategies of critical academic writing in various genres, including analysis, argument, and researched writing. Students learn to develop ideas through the choices they make as writers—from invention to making and supporting claims to sentence level editing to designing finished print and digital texts. The course challenges students to understand that effective communication requires people to be aware of the complex factors that shape every rhetorical context, including issues of power, history, difference, and community. Students explore the histories and knowledge that shape the positions from which they write and that inform the perspectives of various audiences, and they learn to recognize that writing as a true communicative act may potentially change the perspectives of both the writer and audiences. Developing this understanding helps students perceive ways in which their work as writers extends beyond the immediate requirements of the classroom and prepares them for effective engagement with issues in the workplace, local community, and global society. The writing course is a site of active learning where students have responsibility for their own progress and for that of their peers.

ETS 181 Class & Literary Texts (3 credits) 
Explores the construction and representation of social class, especially as it affects the production and reception of literary and other cultural texts. As with race and gender, class is a social construction that is imposed on, and performed by, all of us as a way of stratifying and defining who we are. Concepts such as social stratification, inequality, and the relationship between wealth, privilege and power provide critical lenses though which to read texts. While fostering a richer understanding of their own implication within these systems of power, this course helps students become better writers and stronger interpretive readers by practicing close reading, evidence-based analysis and argumentation, and independent-inquiry skills. By raising awareness of how meanings are created through acts of critical reading, students learn to analyze the ways texts construct categories of difference, including differences of race, gender, and class. Thus through interpretive practice they develop a basic understanding of core concepts of social class, including stratification, inequality, privilege, capitalism and labor. To encourage the development of reading skills of short and long texts, teachers are encouraged, but not required, to incorporate at least one full-length novel or play into the syllabus. The anchor texts for each unit are required. There are two kinds of writing assignments in this class: shorter, prompt-driven reading responses and four major writing assignments.
 
2.     AMOUNT OF SERVICE

Syracuse University will award credit for courses for which Course Articulation Agreements have been approved through the Early College Experience (ECE) program. Such courses shall have been evaluated and approved through the official College curriculum approval process, and shall meet or exceed the instructional rigor of a college level course. Courses will be taught by College approved faculty employed by the District and delivered on District property.  The tuition fee for all students qualifying for the Federal Reduced/Free Lunch Program will be $135 PSY 205; $269 WRT 105 and ETS 181; $404 for PSY, WRT and ETS.

3.     WHO IS SERVED?

The target population is for accelerated 12th grade students, who are underserved and highly motivated but have not necessarily received the academic preparation needed for a smooth transition into post-secondary education and who are enrolled in the Charles E. Gorton High School’s Smart Scholar Early College Program.

The District will provide competent and credible college-approved faculty who are currently employed by the District for the delivery of approved high school courses as covered by the agreement. At the conclusion of the program, Syracuse University will issue official college transcripts to each enrolled student.  As is practice at the College, final grades in the form of an official transcript will be mailed to the student’s home.  In addition, The College recognizes the need to adhere to the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA). In recognition of the federal regulations governing protection of student information, all communication (whether verbal or written) will be between the College’s designated representative and the designated representative for Charles E. Gorton High School.  


6.     HOW WILL THE QUALITY BE JUDGED?

Syracuse University has a comprehensive outcomes assessment process that evaluates effectiveness of course content, teaching methodologies, and student learning.  These efforts are overseen by the Provost & Vice President of Academic Affairs, who will ensure that only qualified and appropriately credentialed faculty are provided and that the curricula meet the standards of Syracuse University, Project Advance, as registered with the New York State Education Department.
